International Shipment Requirements for Goods Entering the USA via Air/Ocean
NOTE – A separate communication is available regarding shipments entering the US from Canada and Mexico.

Non-Conformity to these instructions will cause additional expense, demurrage, fines or delivery delays to Goodyear US shipments.  This expense will be charged to the Supplier or Authorized Forwarder.

Importer Security Filing (ISF):  Goodyear is responsible to submit the Importer Security Filing, which is the electronic transmission of certain data elements for cargo shipped to the United States by ocean vessel.  All filings must be approved by U.S. Customs prior to loading a container onto a vessel.  Penalties for late, incomplete, inaccurate, or no ISF filed transactions can be as high as USD $5,000 per incident.  Your failure to provide on time, accurate, and complete ISF or respond to our inquiry for more information which produces demurrage/detention/storage charges and/or penalties by U.S. Customs will be debited to your account.  Information relating to ISF can be found by visiting http://supplier.goodyear.com (NOTE: DO NOT USE “www) click on SHIPPING & U.S. CUSTOMS REQUIREMENTS then click on “Importer Security Filing”.

Pre-shipment notification (air only):  A shipment alert 24 hours prior to departure from origin with the following information must be sent via email or fax:
· Invoice Number
· U.S. RGA Number (if applicable)
· Product Description
· Product Type (example: radial auto, bias light truck, etc)
· Bill of Lading Number
· Air carrier and Flight Number
· AirPort of Discharge/Arrival
· Date of Departure and Estimated Date of Arrival at airport of discharge

Please scan and email a complete set of commercial documents (including Commercial Invoice, Packing List, and Bill of Lading) to both addresses below.   Please include Bill of Lading Reference number in the subject line of the e-mail communication.  Shipping documents must be forwarded in one document packet without delay.

Additional documentation may be required based on commodity.
